Our school website has recently been upgraded and is now 
hosted by Ultranet. Ultranet is a Learning Management System 
(LMS) that when linked with our Student Management System 
(SMS) provides a comprehensive Managed Learning 
Environment (MLE) for our school. Our Student Management 
System (SMS) controls the administration and management of 
student and staff information while the Learning Management 
System (LMS) controls much of the curriculum and pedagogical 
modules. 
 
Ultranet provides our school with an interactive website, a safe 
and controlled student social networking area and virtual 
classrooms where teachers can customise their own classrooms 
using built-in modules for things such as wikis, discussions, 
quizzes, resources, slide shows, assignments and calendars.  
 
While the Ministry of Education does not intend to offer 
nationwide funding assistance to schools to purchase an LMS, 
Cotswold School is one of a small number of schools that has 
received funding assistance from the Ministry to participate in 
implementation trials. The purpose of these trials is to collect 
meaningful and measurable data, from participating schools, on 
the implementation process so that learning lessons can be 
gathered that can then be published as recommendations for 
other schools. 
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At this stage we have developed a large part of the public face of 
our website. There are however a number of other activities 
happening behind the scenes in secure areas that will eventually 
allow increased family engagement through the provision of a 
parent portal and timely reporting showing learning activity and 
achievement.
