National Standards/Mid-
Year Renorts

Dear Parents/Caregivers

From 2010, schools with children in Years 1 - 8 will be using
National Standards. The standards show what New Zealand
children are expected to be able to do in Reading, Writing and
Mathematics at each period or year of schooling. The
standards have been designed so that students who meet them
will be on track to achieve NCEA Level 2.

Doing well in reading, writing and mathematics gives children
the skills they need to do well in other curriculum areas at
school.

Cotswold School is required to report to parents twice each
year on how their child is doing in Reading, Writing and
Mathematics in relation to National Standards. Your will receive
the first of these reports along with your child’s portfolio on
Friday 2nd July, 2010. In this mid-year report, your child’s
achievement in Reading, Writing and Mathematics has been
compared with the National Standards and depicted on a chart.
Comments have been made about recent achievements and
suggested next steps for learning. Your child’s class teacher
will provide and discuss with you at our parent-teacher
interviews things that you can do at home to support your
child’s learning.

As part of reporting, teachers will also talk to you about your
child's progress and achievement, including against the
National Standards, as part of parent-teacher interviews and
meetings, informal discussions and/or student-led conferences.

Our parent-teacher interviews will be held on Thursday 29
July, 2010. Interviews can be booked online by following these
steps:
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* Go to the Cotswold School website - www.cotswold.school.nz
e Click on the "July Learning Conferences" link on the menu
on the right hand side of the main page.

This is our first National Standards report. We envisage ongoing
enhancements following feedback from parents. The end of the
year report will include further comment on your child’s
achievement towards meeting the National Standards along with
information about performance in other curriculum areas, social
development and involvement in activities at school.
