During the Christmas holiday period a number of paved court areas 
were replaced. All these areas had been damaged by the 
September earthquake. We are pleased this work has been 
completed and look forward to new line markings in the next couple 
of weeks. We still have a number of repairs that need to be made 
to school facilities following the September earthquake.

The school carpark is for staff and service vehicles only. Parents 
are not permitted to park, pick-up or drop-off students in this area, 
cycle or use it as a pedestrian accessway.  Your cooperation would 
be appreciated.  
 
ENTERING OUR SCHOOL GROUNDS 
 
Pedestrians 
Please use the pedestrian entranceways off Cotswold Avenue or 
Martbern Avenue. Do not use the driveway entranceway or staff 
carpark areas. 
 
All children needing to cross Cotswold Avenue should use the 
patrolled school crossing directly in front of the school.  
 
Cycles 
We would prefer all cyclists to enter our school grounds using the 
entrance off Martbern Crescent. If this is not practical then the 
following procedure should be strictly adhered to: 

¶ Pupils entering off Cotswold Avenue should get off their cycles 
before entering the school ground. 

¶ Pupils should use the main pedestrian entranceway. . 

¶ Cyclists should walk their cycles down the pathway and place 
them in the bike stands adjacent to the senior court area. 

¶ Pupils entering off Martbern Crescent should get off their cycles 
before entering the school ground. 

¶ Cyclists should walk their cycles to the bike stands.  

¶ Cycles are not to be ridden in the school grounds at any stage. 

¶ Cyclists are not to use the school driveway or staff carpark area 
at any stage.  
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¶ Bicycle security is the responsibility of parent and child ï please 
ensure you bicycle is locked to the bike stand. 

 
Scooters/Rollerblades 

¶ All pupils using scooters or rollerblades should use the main 
pedestrian entrances off Cotswold Avenue or Martbern 
Crescent. 

¶ Rollerblades are to be removed before the child enters the 
school playground. 

¶ Children should get off scooters before entering the school 
grounds.  

¶ Scooters & rollerblades should be carried to the cloakroom area 
adjacent to the childôs classroom.  

¶ Scooters are to be folded and stored in the childôs school bag.  

¶ Rollerblades are to be stored in the childôs school bag. 

¶ Scooters/rollerblades are not to be ridden/used in the school 
grounds at any stage 

¶ Pupils/parents on scooters/rollerblades are not to use the 
school driveway or staff carpark area at any stage. 

¶ Scooter/rollerblade security is the responsibility of parent and 
child. 

 
SCOOTERS 
These are a great form of transport to and from school however 
they do create a significant health and safety issue for staff and 
students if they are not folded and stored in a childôs bag. If a 
scooter cannot be folded and stored in a childôs bag, it should be 
left secured in a bike stand. 
 
PROPERTY BROUGHT TO SCHOOL 

¶ Property brought to school by pupils is the responsibility of 
those pupils unless that property has been entrusted into the 
safekeeping of a teacher. 

¶ If goods are given to a teacher for safekeeping, the school is 
only liable if there is fraud or negligence on the part of the 
person minding the property. 

 
Please do not allow your child to bring expensive toys and 
equipment to school. 
 
HATS 
A reminder that all students will be required to wear a sunhat during 
morning interval and lunch breaks. Our school uniform code 
stipulates that this must be a blue wide brimmed or bucket hat. 
Hats can be purchased through Postie +.  All students who do not 
have a sunhat will be required to sit on the veranda on the east 
side of our new school hall. We would appreciate your assistance  
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by ensuring your child has a hat at school. This procedure operates 
during Terms 1 & 4. 
 
ADMINISTERING  MEDICATION ð POINTS TO NOTE 

¶ All children are entitled to receive prescribed medication during 
school hours. 

¶ All administering will be done by the Office Staff, or the 
Principal or his Deputy. 

¶ Parents requiring their child to have medicine administered 
must contact the office personally to discuss the reason for the 
medication being administered as well as signing a release 
form. 

¶ Office staff must sight the medical practitioners directions 
before administering the medication. 

¶ Medication needs to be stored in a labelled bag/container with 
the name of the student, dose required, and the time the dose 
is to be taken (if liquid, preferably with dose in a medicine 
syringe). 

¶ No medicine is to be kept in rooms or administered by staff 
other than those named. 

¶ All asthma medication to be provided in a named bag for 
storage.  

 
Please make sure your child knows what their storage bag looks 
like. 
 
ILLNESS OR INJURY AT SCHOOL 
When a child becomes sick or is injured at school office staff will 
contact the childôs parent/caregiver in the first instance. If the 
parents/caregiver is unable to collect the child from school it is up 
to the parent/caregiver (not our office staff) to make arrangements 
to have the child collected from school as soon as possible.  
 
STUDENT ABSENCES 
Each day a child is absent, the parent is asked to ring 359-8035 
prior to 8:55am, select Option 1 and record the name of the child 
absent, room number and the reason for their absence on our 
answer service.
