TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

FOR MAKET DAY 
 

 

The link to the Application and Booking Form is on the last page of the Terms and Conditions.  

 

Compliance 
Stall-holders will comply with the Sale of Goods Act (where applicable) and meet any regulations relating to 
food handling, labeling, trade description and safety.  The booking form has a paragraph accepting this 
requirement. 
 
Loss 
The Market Management (Cotswold School Parents Association) is not responsible for any loss, damage or 
injury suffered by the Stall-holder or others. 
 
Market Times 
The market is open to the public between 9.00am and 2.00pm, and will only be held in fine weather. 
 
Setting Up 
The Cotswold School grounds will be open at 7.30am for setting up.  Entry is via the staff car parking entrance 
on Cotswold Avenue.  Hazard lights must be on as soon as the vehicle has entered the school grounds.  
Vehicles must be clear of the market area by 8.30am and setting up should be completed by 8.50am. No 
vehicle movement between 8.30am and 9.00am.  Stalls will not exceed the allotted space provided.  Isles 
must be kept clear of goods or packing materials for all visitors to the market up to the published closing time 
of 2.00pm. 
 
Packing Up 
Packing up should not be considered prior to 2.00pm and no vehicles should leave or be brought into the 
market area before 2.15pm.  This is to see that the Market remains viable for all visitors up until the published 
closing time of 2.00pm.  Stall-holders will maintain and leave the area of their stall in tidy condition.  All rubbish 
must be taken with the Stall-holder at the end of the day. 
 
Goods 
The Stall-holder shall offer for sale only those goods described in their application form.  This is to ensure that 
site allocation can be arranged to prevent duplication of goods being sited near each other. 
 
Noise 
Stall-holders should not exceed reasonable levels. 
 
Size 
Each site will be clearly marked out.  In the interest of respecting other Stall-holders and the general public, 
please do not exceed your designated area. 
 



Parking 
“Car Boot” Stall-holders will have their vehicle next to their stall.  If parking on the street please consider those 
living in the area.  These people tend to be our customers, therefore keep clear of driveways. 
 
Bookings 
A completed booking form is required prior to the market. Each site must be booked and paid for in advance.  
You will receive confirmation that your sight has been booked and paid for by 14th November 2011. 
 
Fees 
Sites are priced according to size.  Rental fees are payable in advance, either in cash/cheque to the school 
office, or by internet banking to account 03-1702-0084266-00, please use your name as reference. 
 
Charges 
There are three site sizes available.  
a) 3 metres wide by 3 metres depth, at a cost of $15 
b) 6 metres wide by 3 metres depth, at a cost of  $25 
c) 6 metres wide by 6 metres depth at a cost of $30.   
 
Each site has a $5 non-refundable cancellation fee.  If a booking is made after the 18th of November 2011, 
each site size has an extra cost of $10 each. 
 
Cancellations 
We appreciate that bad weather may cancel this market.  Your booking fee will be refunded less the $5 
cancellation fee. Notification that you need to cancel must be made to the market management by the 18 th of 
November 2011.  In this instance the booking fee will be refunded less the $5 cancellation fee, if notification is 
after this date the whole booking fee is forfeited. 
 
Wet Weather 
The market management will make a decision on the day, and will endeavor to contact Stall-holders as soon 
as possible. 
 
Standards 
The Market Management reserves the right decline any product or revoke any Stall-holder agreement if the 
stall or product does not maintain a satisfactory standard in presentation or quality. 
 
Penalty 
The Market Management reserves the right to terminate any Stall-holder’s agreement if any of the Terms and 
Conditions listed here are not adhered to. 
 
Changes 
The Market Management further reserves the right to make any changes to this list of Terms and Conditions 
and agrees to advise Stall-holders of any such changes.
